The Beach Dune community is extremely vulnerable to mummpacts. A footpath over
the beach dunes can damage the vegetation, giving wind and water the levedaddame
beqgin erosional processes. A gap, or blowout, forms and continuiaignsvuntil it is
slowly revegetated and stalrkd. The sand from ¢hgap moes inland, and rapidly
buries vegetation, destabilizing the beach dunes and noftisturbing adjacent
communities. When a storm ensues, the unvegetated gap allows storm surges easy acce:
to these communities for further disruptioBecause oftteir vulnerability, beach dunes
require protection from tramplingA sandy trail currently provides an access point used
by lifequards to access the lifequard towers wittwhkelers for public safety reasons.
Repeated use has resulted in the lowerintheftop of dune creating an area where a
blow out would occur during hurricanes.
